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When I was a kid, the highlight of the

Christmas season was the huge train dis-

play at the Jordan Marsh Department

Store in Boston. My favorite train

was the Super Chief with its

lighted passenger cars. We'd

watch its boat-tail observa-

tion car go around a bend and into a tun-

nel, and we'd race to the other side of the

layout to see it come out. Sometimes the

guys running the layout would stop the

train in the tunnel and fool us, or back it

out the other side.

"Santa Claus brought me my own train

set (which I still have) when I was about

five or six. We mounted the track on a

3'x5' board that a local carpenter had

given us, and the train board was kept

behind the hall dresser and brought out as

needed — which

was pretty much

every day.  I

sceniced my lay-

out with Lincoln

Log cabins, toy

cars, animals,

and a skyscraper

made out of a

Quaker Oats box.

"A friend of my

mom's noticed

my fascination

with trains and

invited us to see her husband's layout. I

remember climbing the ladder to Mr.

Hawkins' attic with my mom and my baby

brother Greg. Mr. Hawkins pulled on a

cord and this parachute that served as a

dust cover raised up into the air, and it

was just like Jordan Marsh — only better,

because Mr. Hawkins gave me an engi-

neer's hat and let me run the trains. That

was it — I was hooked."

When I was about ten, my dad built me

a layout on a couple of sheets of plywood

in our attic. There was a crossover in the

track plan where my two trains would col-

lide if I wasn't careful, so I figured out a

system of electrical switches and contacts

to have the trains control each other. The

one that got to the crossover first would

stop the other train automatically until the 

track was clear. I've always loved experi-

menting and building things, so trains

were a perfect toy for me.

"I started my current layout, the Black

Diamond Railway, so I could share my

hobby with my family, but I also found a

wider audience. I decided to make a video

to show folks how I built the layout, and

the response has been more than I antici-

pated. Not a day goes by that I don't get

4-8-4 Class J Freight Train Set

True to its slogan "Everywhere West," the
Chicago Burlington and Quincy Railroad
stretched from the metropolis of Chicago
through Wisconsin's dairylands, the Big Sky
Country of Montana, the Rocky Mountains
of Colorado, and the plains of Nebraska.

The American Locomotive Company, one of
the nation's premier steam locomotive
builders, joined forces with Schenectady,
New York neighbor General Electric to
build the first standardized diesel-electric
locomotives in the 1920s. But when the
diesel revolution began in earnest after
World War II, dependability problems with
Alco's model 244 prime mover doomed the
company to forever playing second fiddle
to industry leader EMD. 

The brawny good looks of Alco's FA and PA
cab units, however, have endeared them to
railfans and modelers for more than half a
century. Many would argue that Alco's FA-1
and successor FA-2 diesels were both hand-

In conventional operation, an AC or DC trans-
former varies track current to adjust engine
speed and direction. Command systems such
as DCS, however, put a constant voltage on
the track (around 18 volts for DCS) and vary
speed by telling each engine how much of
that voltage to use.  Command control allows
different engines to do different things - like
run at different speeds, go in different direc-
tions, or make different sounds - even when
they are on the same track.

In the DCS system, commands such as speed,
direction, and sound control are sent as
radio signals from the handheld throttle to
a TIU (track interface unit). The TIU trans-
lates those radio signals into digital infor-
mation that is sent through the rails and
picked up by a receiver in the appropriate
engine - telling it to go, for example, 37
miles per hour, blow the whistle, smoke
more heavily, or any other command. DCS
locomotives can also send information back
to the handheld to let the operator know
what they're doing.
